In his famous esspy
“New Testament and Mythology,” Rudolf Bultmann adkeow modern people could
possibly believe in miracles in the age of the 8BMss”? We could update that query
using “wireless computer” instead. This calls tondhiNorthrop Frye’s comment that
whenever an argument is prefaced by the word “mddses in “modern psychology”
“modern science tells us,” we can be sure that vidllaws will be about 100 yeafs
out—of-date.

The problem is not modern technology, or that we lasing in modern times whi
seems to stand against an honest belief in miratiethere is an issue with the
resurrection, for me, it is in the fact that wordsitten or spoken, can never do justi
to the miracle that changed history not to mentransform lives | started writing|a
simple piece on the reality of Easter — words alibatresurrection - but what | gm
finding is that Easter can hardly be expressedt &men the worshiping community.

You do ot
sit at a computer and tap our “He is Risen!” Youqen it. The church enacts it.

But who can prove that it really happened? Theapagriter Celsus complained that
everybody saw Jesus die, but only a crazed womdnagew fanatics saw him aliye
again. Every Easter someone asks in an adult diecuslass why the risen Christ did
not appear to Caiaphas (the Jewish high prie®jlate, the implication being that such
an appearance would have cleared up a lot of messtahdings. If the resurrectipn
were meant to be a historically verifiable occuoenGod would not have performed it
in the dark without any eye witnesses. “Were yargehwhen God raised him from the
tomb?” the old spiritual asks. No, in fact, we waog. No one was. Not a single Gospel
tells us how it happened. We do not know if it wagypically warm Palestinign
morning or unseasonably cool. But the church iiod it is reality.

For me, the reality of Jesus’ victory over deatlpriacticed every day by the church in
nursing homes, in feeding the hungry, in not igngrihe homeless, in caring for the
sick, and yes, even standing in cemeteries. Theraxgion is seen in the love shared in
our congregation, in our celebratory worship, inm oaring for one another. | do not
doubt the power of the resurrection of Jesus. plaged out every day in our inclusive
community of grace.
