"Gloria in excelsis Deo" latin for "Glory to God in the highest") is the title darbeginning of a hymn known also jas
the Greatddoxology (as distinguished from the "Minor Doxology" Gtoria Patr) and the Angelic Hymn. The hymn begins with
the words that thangelssang when the birth of Christ was announced tpte@s Luke 2:14Antonio Vivaldi wrote severdl
settings of thé&loria. RV 589 is the most familiar and popular piecesaéred music by Vivaldi; however, he was known dud
written at least three Gloria settings.
