On February 21, 2010, The Committee on Committees presented the initial thoughts and recommendations to a combined meeting of the Executive
Committee and the Board of Deacons about the suggested operating structure for the church going into the 2010-2011 year. Our goal is to refine some
information based on the feedback from that meeting and have the operating committee recommendations ready for a church conference we hope to call
on March 24, 2010. There will be a more formal announcement about the called church conference as the time gets closer with all agenda items to be
discussed.

At the same time, there is an indication that the Deacon Nominating committee will be prepared to make recommendations to our deacon body for 2010-
2011 as well.

The Finance Committee is also actively working, in conjunction with the appointed ad-hoc Budget Advisory Committee, to prepare plans and
recommendations on the 2010-2011 fiscal operating budget and what adjustments will be suggested to accomplish our next year's financial budgeting
needs.

As you can see, the upcoming special called church conference will be presenting a good bit of information and recommendations around the
congregational life of the Church. Once the formal announcement is sent on the actual date for this special called church conference, we hope that you will
make every effort to attend and participate in these discussions. In the interim, if you have any questions or suggestions to the efforts of the committee-on-
committees, please reach out to any of us.

Through January, our year to date budget deficit was -$62,913. This deficit is a reflection of revenues being
down $69,344, but expenses being $6,798 lower than expected. Most was the decline in revenues was
caused by a decline in giving by $58,943.

The deficit is projected to widen to about -$75,000 by the end of March, if giving in February and March is
similar to giving in those months in previous years.

It would be wonderful to set a new and better giving pattern in these months, if possible. We appreciate your
help in achieving that!

As the Finance Committee begins to build a balanced budget for fiscal year 2010, we have asked additional
members of the church to advise us on program priorities as we try to balance revenues and expenses. This
will be an active and comprehensive collaboration. The proposed budget will be presented to a Church
Conference for its approval by April at the latest.
