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Blessed Are Those… 
 

The season of Lent has not been well observed in much of evangelical Christianity, 
largely because it was associated with “high church” liturgical worship that some 
churches were eager to reject. However, many of the churches that had originally       
rejected a more formal and deliberate liturgy are now recovering aspects of a larger  
Christian tradition as a means to refocus on spirituality in a culture that is increasingly 
secular. This would be the case with Southside Baptist. Thirty years ago, Lent would 
hardly have been mentioned in a mainstream Baptist congregation such as Southside. 
Today, holding fast to the best of our Baptist heritage, Southside also draws from rich 
Christian traditions that take us back to the early days of the Church. Lent is one of those 
spiritual practices.  
 

Originating in the fourth century of the Church, the season of Lent spans 40 weekdays 
beginning on Ash Wednesday and climaxing during Holy Week. Lent was the time of 
preparation for those who were to be baptized, a time of concentrated study and prayer 
before their baptism on Easter. Since these new members were to be received into a   
living community of faith, the entire community was called to preparation. Also, this was 
a time when those who had been separated from the Church would prepare to rejoin the 
community.  
 

Today, in our community at Southside, Lent is marked by a time of prayer and         
preparation to celebrate Easter.  The number 40 is connected with many Biblical events, 
but especially with the forty days Jesus spent in the wilderness preparing for his ministry.   
We spend this period of time for introspection, self-examination, and repentance.  Our 
Bible studies and worship services lead us to a closer more intentional walk with the 
Lord. 
 

Our theme for Lent 2010 is “Blessed Are Those Who Come in the Name of the Lord.” 
The shortened version is just “Blessed Are Those…”  We will seek direction and      
guidance for this Lenten Journey with the words of Jesus taken from the Sermon on the 
Mount in Matthew’s gospel, particularly the Beatitudes which begin with the words 
“blessed are those.”  Each week we will turn our attention to one of the beatitudes       
spoken by Jesus. 
 

In this issues of the Columns, pay close attention to our Lenten Schedule. We begin the 
season with an Ash Wednesday Service in our sanctuary on February 17 at 6:00 pm. This 
is always very meaningful at Southside 
 

This year I am asking us to participate in yet a deeper level of the Lenten experience.  On 
the Friday’s of Lent, will you be willing to join me in a fast? It will be a time of         
refraining from eating one meal that day, and devoting that time to praying for your   life, 
for the lives of your neighbors, and also a time for praying for your church. If you do not 
feel called to do this, that is certainly honored. But if you are willing to make this small 
self-sacrifice and spend this time in an awareness of God’s presence, you may find your 
journey enriched. 
 

I am looking forward to this time of deepening our relationship with God and also 
strengthening our relationship with our  fellow pilgrims.

Good Friday Tenebrae and Rutter Requiem 
 

On Good Friday, April 2, 2010, the Sanctuary Choir, soprano soloist, and chamber orchestra will lead Tenebrae with 
John Rutter's Requiem.  This modern Requiem is quite beautiful and tuneful, but it is a departure from the historical  
Requiem Mass which many of the great composers used setting this  liturgical text to music.    
 

The Requiem  or Requiem Mass , also known as the Missa pro defunctis  (Latin, "Mass for the deceased") or Missa 
defunctorum  ("Mass of the deceased"), is a liturgical service of the Roman Catholic Church celebrated by the priest 
presider for the repose of the soul of a particular deceased person or persons. It is frequently, but by no means always, 
celebrated in the context of a funeral. 
 

Outside the Catholic Church, the ceremony is used in the Anglo-Catholic branch of Anglicanism and in certain            
Lutheran churches. A comparable service, with a wholly different ritual form and texts, exists in the Eastern                
Orthodox and Eastern Catholic Churches. 
 

The term "Requiem" is the accusative form of the Latin noun requies (rest, repose). The introit of the liturgy begins with 
the words "Requiem aeternam dona eis, Domine" – "Grant them eternal rest, O Lord". 
 

The Requiem Mass is notable for the large number of musical compositions that it has inspired, including the requiems 
of Mozart, Verdi and Fauré. Originally, such compositions were meant to be performed in liturgical service, with      
monophonic chant. Eventually the dramatic character of the text began to appeal to composers to an extent that they 
made the requiem a genre of its own, and the requiems of composers such as Verdi are essentially concert pieces 
rather than liturgical works. 
 

Celebrations of the Requiem Mass were often referred to as "black Masses", from the colour of the vestments worn by 
the priest and the altar cloths. The term has no connection with the Satanist ritual of the same name. Since the liturgical 
reform of 1969-1970, the colour black has been replaced with purple in requiems celebrated in the ordinary form of the 
Roman Catholic liturgy. 
 

This use of the word requiem comes from the opening words of the Introit: Requiem æternam dona eis, Domine, et lux 
perpetua luceat eis. (Eternal rest grant unto them, O Lord, and let perpetual light shine upon them.) The requiem form of 
the Tridentine Mass differs from the ordinary Mass in omitting certain joyful passages, such as the Alleluia, in never    
having the Gloria or the Credo, in adding the sequence Dies Irae, in altering the Agnus Dei, in replacing Ite missa 
est with Requiescant in pace, and in omitting the final blessing. The Requiem Mass is still used in the Extraordinary 
Form of the  Roman Rite, which was never abrogated by the Second Vatican Council, but has been increasingly       
celebrated around the world after support from Popes John Paul II and Benedict XVI.   
 

Sung as the Mass for the Dead, subsequent versions of the Requiem added and omitted portions of the text to suit various             
theologies.  Most notable in omission from Requiem by Brahms and Rutter is the Dies irea (Day of Wrath portion) creating a less 
disturbing image of death and the hereafter.  Next month we will take a look at the movements of Rutter’s Requiem.     Paul Dease   



 

Let us Help the People of Haiti 
 

Many have asked how we as a congregation can support the relief efforts for the people 
of Haiti in the wake of this unparalleled human tragedy. I, along with many of you am 
concerned that any funds we send reach the people who desperately need them and not 
be lost in a sea of bureaucracy. I want to make you aware of what an organization we 
support is mobilized to do right now. EDGE OUTREACH is a nonprofit organization in 
Louisville, Kentucky that does water relief around the world. You may remember that I 
attended their water training this past fall, and came away with a profound sense that 
this organization, in the name of Jesus, is living out the Gospel by providing clean    
water. Our deacons have approved that any funds sent through our church for Haiti, 
unless otherwise directed, can be directed to EDGE OUTREACH. 
 

EDGE right now has people on the ground in Port-au-Prince escorted there by the Salvation Army. With their water       
purification systems, they can produce 10,000 gallons of clean water per system, per day. They sent a team with multiple 
water systems into Haiti on January 19. There are plans to send more when funds and personnel are available. I believe in 
this organization. I know these people personally. Let us help them bring help to the people of Haiti. It will be a long   
process for recovery, but this is something tangible we at Southside can do immediately. One water system costs only 
$1400 and will produce 10,000 gallons a day indefinitely. Surely we can send at least one system to the  people of Haiti. 
EDGE director, Mark Hogg was scheduled to come to Southside in February to share what they are doing to provide clean 
water around the world and to begin a dialogue with us about going to Haiti next fall on a water mission. This was planned 
before the earthquake. Because of the crisis, his time with us will be postponed. 
 

Let us keep EDGE OUTREACH and all the organizations bringing relief to Haiti in our prayers.
