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Blessed Are Those...

The season of Lent has not been well observed iohnui evangelical Christianity,
largely because it was associated with “high chuddurgical worship that some
churches were eager to reject. However, many of ctherches that had originally
rejected a more formal and deliberate liturgy aosvnecovering aspects of a large
Christian tradition as a means to refocus on saility in a culture that is increasingly|
secular. This would be the case with Southside iBapthirty years ago, Lent would
hardly have been mentioned in a mainstream Baptisgregation such as Southside.
Today, holding fast to the best of our Baptist tagye, Southside also draws from rich
Christian traditions that take us back to the eddys of the Church. Lent is one of thos
spiritual practices.
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Originating in the fourth century of the Churchetbeason of Lent spans 40 weekdays
beginning on Ash Wednesday and climaxing duringyHaleek. Lent was the time of
preparation for those who were to be baptizedme ©f concentrated study and prayer
before their baptism on Easter. Since these newhbeamsrnwere to be received into a
living community of faith, the entire community wealled to preparation. Also, this was
a time when those who had been separated from hiec would prepare to rejoin the
community.

Today, in our community at Southside, Lent is mdrkey a time of prayer and
preparation to celebrate Easter. The number 48risected with many Biblical events
but especially with the forty days Jesus spenhéwtilderness preparing for his ministry,
We spend this period of time for introspectionf-sslamination, and repentance. Oy
Bible studies and worship services lead us to aeclanore intentional walk with the
Lord.

Our theme for Lent 2010 iBfessed Are Those Who Come in the Name of the Lotd.
The shortened version is judBlessed Are Those.”. We will seek direction and
guidance for this Lenten Journey with the wordgdedus taken from the Sermon on the
Mount in Matthew's gospel, particularly the Beatiis which begin with the words
“blessed are those.” Each week we will turn ouerdton to one of the beatitudes
spoken by Jesus.

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J’ Good Friday Tenebrae and Rutter Requiem

J’ On Good Friday, April 2, 2010, the Sanctuary Choir, soprano soloist, and chamber orchestra will lead Tenebrae with J7
John Rutter's Requiem. This modern Requiem is quite beautiful and tuneful, but it is a departure from the historical
Requiem Mass which many of the great composers used setting this liturgical text to music.

n The Requiem or Requiem Mass , also known as the Missa pro defunctis (Latin, "Mass for the deceased") or Missa u
u defunctorum ("Mass of the deceased"), is a liturgical service of the Roman Catholic Church celebrated by the priestu
presider for the repose of the soul of a particular deceased person or persons. It is frequently, but by no means always,

celebrated in the context of a funeral. u

Outside the Catholic Church, the ceremony is used in the Anglo-Catholic branch of Anglicanism and in certainu
Lutheran churches. A comparable service, with a wholly different ritual form and texts, exists in the Eastern
Orthodox and Eastern Catholic Churches.

The term "Requiem" is the accusative form of the Latin noun requies (rest, repose). The introit of the liturgy begins with u
J’ the words "Requiem aeternam dona eis, Domine" — "Grant them eternal rest, O Lord". u

The Requiem Mass is notable for the large number of musical compositions that it has inspired, including the requiems
J’ of Mozart, Verdi and Fauré. Originally, such compositions were meant to be performed in liturgical service, with u
monophonic chant. Eventually the dramatic character of the text began to appeal to composers to an extent that they
u made the requiem a genre of its own, and the requiems of composers such as Verdi are essentially concert piecesu

rather than liturgical works.

n Celebrations of the Requiem Mass were often referred to as "black Masses", from the colour of the vestments worn byJ7

J’ the priest and the altar cloths. The term has no connection with the Satanist ritual of the same name. Since the liturgical u
reform of 1969-1970, the colour black has been replaced with purple in requiems celebrated in the ordinary form of the u
Roman Catholic liturgy.

J’ This use of the word requiem comes from the opening words of the Introit: Requiem seternam dona eis, Domine, et lux u
perpetua luceat eis. (Eternal rest grant unto them, O Lord, and let perpetual light shine upon them.) The requiem form of
u the Tridentine Mass differs from the ordinary Mass in omitting certain joyful passages, such as the Alleluia, in neveru
u having the Gloria or the Credo, in adding the sequence Dies Irae, in altering the Agnus Dei, in replacing Ite missau

est with Requiescant in pace, and in omitting the final blessing. The Requiem Mass is still used in the Extraordinary
J7 Form of the Roman Rite, which was never abrogated by the Second Vatican Council, but has been increasinglyu
u celebrated around the world after support from Popes John Paul Il and Benedict XVI.

u Sung as the Mass for the Dead, subsequent versibtise Requiem added and omitted portions of the te suit variouw
a theologies. Most notable in omission from RequigyrBrahms and Rutter is the Dies irea (Day of Wiatktion) creating a les
disturbing image of death and the hereafter. Neoath we will take a look at the movements of RigtRequiem. Paul Dease
