Within seve
months of finally achieving his long-held desirej@hing the monastery, Symeon was thrd
out...on his ear! Symeon was too passionate foconemunity, which, like many monaster
at the time, had an intellectual approach to thegpol®&ymeon, as this poem clearly shows,
all for a personal experience with God.

Symeon urged his monks to return to the spirit leé early church, in which perso
realization was held to be more important thanabwvard form of church life. Symeon h
too much Jesus for these pious monks.

Why am | writing this? Well, throughout church toiyy there have been repeated calls
restoring the Church to its humble spiritual begigs. Some of these calls for restoratior
perhaps reformation have led to some serious ctsfhetween Christians.
