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Jeff Worrell’s Coconut Cream Bread Pudding            Makes 8 to 10 servings 
1 8 oz package Philadelphia cream cheese, softened     8 Tbsp. butter, melted and divided 
1 1/2 cups domino granulated sugar, divided              1 8 oz. French bread loaf, cut into 1-inch cubes 
4 large eggs              Vegetable cooking spray 
2 1/2 cups milk, at room temperature and divided  1/2 cup sweetened flaked coconut 
1 15 oz. can cream of coconut, divided      1/2 cup chopped pecans 
 
Preheat oven to 350 degrees. Beat cream cheese at low speed with an electric mixer until creamy and smooth. Add 1 
cup sugar and eggs, and beat at medium speed 2 minutes or until sugar is dissolved. Stir in 2 cups milk, 1 cup cream 
of coconut, and 3 Tbsp. melted butter. Stir in bread cubes. Let stand 5 minutes. Coat a 13x9” baking dish with 
cooking spray and pour mixture into dish. Bake at 350 for 35 minutes or until set. Stir together flaked coconut, 
pecans, and 3 Tbsp melted butter. Sprinkle coconut mixture over baked pudding and bake 5 to 8 more minutes or 
until browned. Stir together remaining 1/2 cup milk and 1/2 cup cream of coconut. Cook remaining 1/2 cup sugar in 
a medium size heavy saucepan over low heat, stirring constantly, 3 minutes or until sugar is caramelized and mixture 
becomes a light brown syrup. Stir in milk mixture and cook, stirring occasionally, 3 minutes or until sauce is 
thickened slightly and sugar is dissolved. Stir in remaining 2 Tbsp. melted butter. Cut bread pudding into 8 to 10 
servings and serve with caramelized sugar sauce.

                                                  A Firm Foundation to Build On 
 

With great pleasure, I can report that we not only balanced our operating budget in fiscal year 
2008, but we had a slight surplus of $3,261.  This is a wonderful improvement over where we 
have been the past few years.  Two-fold credit is deserved:  the generous, sacrificial giving of 
our membership; and the earnest efforts of our staff to identify and achieve expense reductions 
without hurting our ministry. 
 

Last week, the Church Conference voted to direct this 2008 surplus to the Missions and      
Ministry Council for whatever needs they felt most important. 
 

Looking ahead to 2009, the Church Conference also approved the 2009 operating budget      
recommended by the Finance Committee.  The 2009 budget will be balanced, with expenses the 
same as 2008, and revenues down slightly from 2008 because of decreased trust income.  The 
reduced trust income will require a 1.5% increase in giving to balance the budget. 
 

Achieving this balanced budget foundation allows us to turn our attention confidently to the 
task of achieving similar success in the retirement of our building debt through the Kairos    
campaign.
