Aristotle held the bdlithat there were three
basic activities of humankindheoria, poiesis and praxis. There
corresponded to these kinds of activity three typésknowledge:
theoretical, to which the end goal was truth; pagtito which the end
goal was production; and practical, to which thd goal was action.

In spirituality and faith, praxis means that what think and what we
do should not be separated. We learn best wherhiwe and re-think
our beliefs and convictions at the same time welianeg them. In

religious life we often find ourselves stucktimeoria- €examining and
debating what we believe and the process and sysfetimat belief.

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The giving shortfall comes from two sources: 1)t lgsar we had special gifts of abgut
$25,000; 2) and general giving is about $33,000elpveither because some members
unable to maintain 2008 giving levels or othersehdglayed making their gifts.
