God
loves all people, we are to love all people, andame to pay close
attention to “the least of these.” | recently heargdortion of a speech
delivered by John Kennedy in 1960, quoted by Tedrieey during
this past election season explaining why he wdibeaal. | do not
remember hearing this as a first grader, but imisedded in my soul.
